MEETING SUMMARY

The Greater Hansville Area Advisory Council (GHAAQEt for its regular monthly
meeting on Tuesday, June 10, 2008, at the Greatesuile Community Center. Judy
Foritano, Council Chair, presided. 23 represeveatpdf the 32 member groups attended
along with 1 Kitsap County liaison person and 1ésis. The meeting began with an
opportunity for public comment so that membershef public would not need to wait to
speak until the end of the meeting.

GHAAC decorum standards were reviewed. MinutehefMay 13, 2008 GHAAC
meeting were approved as previously distributebfahg several revisions.

Updates were received on the newly erected “Welcant&reater Hansville” sign and
the May 28" Planning Committee meeting; the Planning Comméigenda included two
main items, the Hansville community plan elememis a visioning exercise.

Several GHAAC governance matters were addresseldding a review of the purpose
and role of minutes, GHAAC by-laws and neighborhiooganization representation, and
communications strategies.

A resolution calling for the establishment of twewnnGHAAC committees to address
community impact issues was defeated followinguss®n. An update was given on
the County’s sponsorship of working groups to adgslfgossible alternatives to the speed
tables on Twin Spits Road and Hood Canal Drive.update on planning for the
Norwegian Point Park was received. Regarding tfex Buisance property, Jim Bolger
reported that a site visit had been conducted estdésults are being analyzed for
possible hazardous waste contamination issues.

Elizabeth Watson was introduced as the new OlyrRpaperty Group liaison to
GHAAC, succeeding Kent Berryman following his resgon from OPG. A hazardous
waste information flyer was distributed, and a ejunade for the establishment of a
hazardous waste disposal site in North Kitsapvals announced that Annie Tietje,
former North Kitsap Herald reporter who attendechyn@HAAC meetings has recently
been diagnosed with lymphoma.

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MINUTES

The Greater Hansville Area Advisory Council (GHAAQEt for its regular monthly
meeting on Tuesday, June 10, 2008, at the Greates\ile Community Center. Judy
Foritano, Council Chair, presided, calling the nregto order at 7:05 pm. 23 members
representing 32 groups attended along with 1 KiGapnty liaison person and 17 guests.

Welcome and Introductions
Judy Foritano welcomed all GHAAC members and guegsuncil members introduced
themselves, followed by the guests.

Norms for GHAAC Meetings Decorum
Judy suggested several norms to guide GHAAC memntdiguest participation:
Maintain civility and a positive tone in speaking
All guests are asked to “sign in” at the door; #thesshing to speak are asked to
sign-up, naming the topic they wish to address
Guests are asked to come to the podium and useithephone to address the
assembly, identifying themselves and their issderbespeaking
Speakers are asked to observe a 3-minute time limit
Speakers/others who are disruptive will be givemiva; if the offensive
behavior does not stop, such persons will be idviteleave.
All of the above are in response to concerns espeeby GHAAC members that
meetings be conducted in a businesslike, time-seasand civil manner.

Initial Public Comment Period
Barb Fox spoke to three matters:

1. Requested that Jim Bolger ask the membershipawide data to her about how
many people are represented by each GHAAC neigbbdrbrganization.

2. Asked how the new “Welcome to Greater Hansvillghsivas paid for; Jerry
Ulsund replied that funding was provided by forrf@@mmissioner Chris
Endresen’s discretionary fund. Lynn Hix added thatGreater Hansville
Community Center had also provided supplementalifvgn

3. Commented that the 3-minute time limit for guestadgers is too short.

May 13" Meeting Minutes

Jerry Ulsund reported that the sign has been ladtdandscaping is next. Final
permitting and inspection is anticipated soon.

Planning Committee
Linda Redling reported on the May®@lanning Committee meeting. The agenda
included two main items: Hansville community peElaments and a visioning exercise.

development, parks/recreation, and environment.

which the minutes are presented for approval.

5. The content of special presentations by guestsnetlregularly be
included in the minutes; the content of a presemtat if available to the
secretary - may be appended for the benefit ofrtbbers.

6. Public comments may be summarized at the secrstdistretion and
need not include the names of speakers. Howepeaksrs are asked to
identify themselves for the benefit of GHAAC menter

7. Members presenting a motion for action are askeutdwide the secretary
with a written copy. Such motions should be cameisd clearly state the
motion’s purpose.

Transcription of GHAAC meetings Jim Bolger introduced Saroja Strand,
transcriber for GHAAC proceedings. The Countynsviding this service for
benefit of the hearing impaired, GHAAC members gudsts, and the general
public.

By-Laws and GHAAC representation Judy Foritano provided background
regarding GHAAC's formation. Groundwork for GHAA&nNerged from the
Futures planning project as a means to increasieipation and involvement of
neighborhoods and organizations in Greater Hamsfal the promotion of the
values and action items identified in the Futuregd®t. These are enshrined in
GHAAC's mission statement:

To communicate with and represent the interesteeGreater
Hansville Area (GHA) with Kitsap County and othevgrnment
entities, and othemdividuals andrganizations to prioritize, organize
and facilitate enactment of GHA mandated goalsooedance with
the GHA community’s values.

From the outset, an effort has been made to besive of as many individuals,
groups, and neighborhoods as possible. Considetlablight went into the
deliberations concerning GHAAC's establishmentwdis concluded that the
“senate” model rather than the “house of represimef model would best suit
the engagement of North End residents in thesatings; thus, GHAAC does
not have “proportional representation” for its merghip. As a result, there is
cross-pollination of neighborhoods and organizaj@ome GHAAC members
are engaged in more than one organization/neiglolodth

Gary Paulson added that although he is a residéhedNorwegian Point
Neighborhood, he also is an active participanheBreakfast Group including
many Driftwood Key residents; thus there are im&dated constituencies.
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Ken Shawcroft added that GHAAC is not a legislatveely; it is simply advisory
to the Board of County Commissioners (BOC). GHAdd&sn't enact any
legislation. The BOC is free to accept GHAAC's m&¥advocacy — or not.

Communications Judy Foritano announced that all requests for métion,
suggestions for GHAAC agenda, etc. should be €eBHAAC’s e-mail box:
ghaadvisorycouncil@hansville.ord he mail box is checked several times each
week by the chair or vice-chair, who will also resd as appropriate. Proposed
agenda items will be considered by the GHAAC ExgeuCommittee (officers
and trustees).

Linda Redling spoke about e-mail usage and SPAMnalt is not intended to be
used as a broadcast vehicle. Many individuals sbao guard against such
SPAM by blocking access to their e-mail accountidh distributed instructions
of how to ad a name to the “Blocked Senders List! how to edit “junk e-mail
filter” lists (see attached). E-mail is a very ionfant tool, but must be carefully
used as viruses are always a threat.

Cindy McDermott asked how GHAAC members can givggastions or find
information regarding GHAAC work. Recommended wese of the GHAAC
mailbox ghaadvisorycouncil@hansville.oay visiting thewww.hansville.org
website where GHAAC agenda, minutes, and othernmétion are posted.

Art Ellison, hansville.org webmaster, added thath@swebsite is encrypted to
prevent tampering and theft one cannot simply kélmn an e-mail address there;
a visitor must use her/his own e-mail account.

Becky Ellison provided history for theww.hansville.orgvebsite. Although
there was initial wariness by Greater Hansville @amity Center board
members, the website has proved to be extremelyl@opThere are now so
many requests for the posting of information thaté is a threat of dysfunction.
Each organization/neighborhood is asked to idetifgoint person” who will
communicate with Art Ellison, webmaster, for thesfpag of information on the
website.

Fred Nelson called attention to the current GHAAGchure created for a recent
Kingston Open Town Meeting. The brochure is inehds an information tool
regarding GHAAC. It can be added to the websitthad GHAAC members can
download it for distribution and also add persar@itact information if desired.
Members should contact Fred for further information

Judy Foritano reported on an initiative with otKéisap County Advisory
Councils to develop a standardized communicatiormadt to assist council
members in their communications to and from cometits. This appears to be a
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common need for each Council. Councils invite@gddicipate in this initiative
are the Kingston Citizen Advisory Council and theGamish Citizen Advisory
Council, along with the Greater Hansville Area Astuty Council (GHAAC).

Judy asked for GHAAC's counsel in (1) participatimgh other councils for a
common communications format, and/or (2) estabiglain independent GHAAC
communications committee. Becky Ellison respontthad there is much to be
gained by collaborating with other advisory cousicibary Paulson agreed.
Nancy Garing suggested that a parallel effort witiers would be good.
Following further discussion, Judy suggested tbhanfng a special GHAAC
communications committee at this time be deferred.

Request for Creation of Two New Committees

Fred Nelson, representing Tony Atkinson who isaiibwn, read a resolution drafted by
Tony calling for the creation of a Special Proje€tammittee as well as creation of a
Community Impact Issues Committee.

Resolve to include a line item in GHAAC regular niveg agendas to call for new
issues for consideration by the Council for idecdifion as community impact
issueso be addressed by the Community Issues Committee.

Resolve to reconstitute from the existing Planr@ognmittee two GHAAC
committees as described below:

Planning Committee

Scope: Work in concert with DCD to formulate the GHAA®gition on

the long range comprehensive plan as defined by DTie comprehensive
plan will be developed with DCD's facilitation andl be considered for
adoption by the Kitsap County Commissioners. It e a long-term plan
for the area which would be implemented over ti@@ \ears) following
adoption.

Goal: Notify the entire GHA of the process, obtain fieack and seek
community consensus on the DCD plan prior to susimisto the County
Commissioners for adoption.

Community Issues Committee

Scope: Address issues identified by GHAAC as communiypact issues
Provide a research report to GHAAC on each issteemulate follow-on
strategies as appropriate to each issue and stibo@HAAC for

approval. Execute such strategies upon apprdvamulate positions on
community impact issudsking into account comments, opinion and/or
recommendations on current activities, projectdemelopments in the
community for submission to GHAAC for approval. bHaize, obtain
feedback and seek community consensus on actimis éad positions as
identified in the strategies or positions and apptoby GHAAC.
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Goal: Provide government and nongovernment entitiels aviinified
representation of GHA goals.

Fred moved for adoption of the resolution; it wlasrt was seconded.

Discussion: Ken Shawcroft said that the resoluisomuch too complex; there should be
flexibility for the creation of ad hoc committees @eeded. Gene Borgomainerio
concurred. Judy Roupe urged that the council rezte redundancy. Jim Laughlin said
that the resolution came from Tony’s frustratioattaction on immediate issues and
concerns is stifled by slow deliberations of thariPling Committee. Cindy McDermott
said that she thought Tony has some good ideay.Rzarson said the GHAAC needs to
study and make position commitments on currenessiyal Tangen said she would
need to read such a complex resolution before ryakiskecision on it. Judy Foritano
said that she appreciates Tony’s concern; thererrently too much work delegated to
the Planning Committee. Jean Connolly likes ioea Community Impact Issues
Committee. Nancy Garing likes the idea of a siragldhoc committee to focus on a
particular issue; she also likes a committee telamisunset” time established. Gene
Borgomainerio believes an ad hoc committee caniteceeded expertise in the wider
community; such ad hoc committee should reportctlyeéo GHAAC.

Gary Paulson asked that the minutes state supgraté creation of ad hoc committees
as needed.

County Working Groups Re Road Safety

Judy Foritano asked Gary Paulson to report on pssgof the County’s convening of
working groups to discuss possible next steps dnes$ing road safety issues. Two
meetings of working groups have been held on Ma{a2t May 2%. The facilitators of
those meetings have completed their work, now suizetin a 12-page document
distributed to participants by Anne Blair, Countgr@missioner of District 1 Manager.
The next meeting will be held Wednesday, Jurigtbifinalize brainstorming options,
identify the three top priority options for furthexploration, and organize work groups to
develop recommendations for the County Commissgner

Norwegian Point Park

Ken Shawcroft gave an update on Norwegian Poirk iPP) development plans. On
Wednesday, June T8at a meeting of the County Parks Advisory Conesittonsultants
will present NPP “preferred alternatives.” The Asbry Committee will meet at 5:00
p.m., followed by the public comment meeting at0603m.; both at the Greater Hansville
Community Center.

There are two main tracks currently being worked () master planning and (2)
Washington State grant applications. Two grantiegions are being made: (1) in the
amount of $980,000 for the Park’s development, @ya@onstruction of a boating facility
including a pier with a float for power boats te tip. At the appropriate time, GHAAC
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should consider endorsing these grant applicatidma.Bolger said that Tony Atkinson
strongly urges GHAAC to make these endorsements.

Eyer Nuisance Property

Jim Bolger reported a site visit to the Eyer propéiad been made by County Health
Department staff and others; soil samples werentédeeanalysis. The next step will
probably be for the Assistant Prosecutor who isdhag this case to go back to the Court
for a site clean-up order.

Community Organizations/Partners
Olympic Property Group (OPG): Judy Foritano introed Elizabeth Watson who has
succeeded Kent Berryman following his resignatiamf OPG.

Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC): Kinley [Riflsaid there had been no recent
SWAC meeting. He distributed a hazardous wastenmdtion flyer. He is also

following up on a Waste Management billing compianthe request of a resident. Tom
Ritley asked for information regarding disposaflobrescent tubes and bulbs containing
mercury. While such material may be taken to themic View Transfer Station for
disposal, several members asked Kinley to requastt North Kitsap disposal site be
made available.
